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Abstract: This lecture, with its focus on the early modern period, will investigate the development of Calvinist
martyrological discourses and its functions within the church. I will attempt to exhibit how the theological concept
of martyrdom, as an act of witnessing, functioned as an invented tradition and, further, how this concept
contributed to the articulation of political discourses, reflecting the significance of early modern political exile at
this time. Moreover, this case study attempts to reveal, employing both Hungarian and Latin sources, a special
emphasis on the Tertullian influence within this political theology, as it correlated and incorporated the experience
and textual heritage of religious persecution with early modern proto-nationalism. My argument concludes with the
claim that, through the act of invention, the loyalty of the martyr towards the True Church (Vera Ecclesia) becomes
the prototype of a patriot’s lovalty to his fatherland (Patria).
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
